The combined data and power cable fastened to the
printer unit can be extended to maximum 3 meters if
required.

Autroprime’s Printer Menu

The Autroprime printer menu selection allows you to
enable printing of alarm events. Whenever any
alarm events occur, the system will automatically
printout these events.

In addition, you can initiate a printer test instantly to
verify that the communication with the printer is
established. The printer's operational status is
monitored once every 90 seconds, and a fault
message is presented in the panel display whenever
any printer fault is detected.

Mounting the Interface Board

Before mounting the interface board, make sure to use an

antistatic ground bracelet.

m  Perform a controlled System Shutdown (Service
Menu/System Settings)

m  Turn the POWER OFF by disconnecting the internal
battery cables from the terminal points, then
disconnect the mains power by operating the switch at
the fuse terminal box.

The interface board is to be connected onto the Main

Board BSA-200. It is delivered with 6 extension bolts

(12mm).

m  Unscrew the 6 screws and remove the metal cover
from the Main Board inside the cabinet

m  Unscrew the 2x25mm extension
bolts in the position of the BSP-200
board (see picture)

m  Replace these two bolts with the
12mm extension bolts, remove the
two screws and fasten the
remaining two extension bolts /

m  Align the interface board with these BSP-200

4 extension bolts and the second
connector from the top of the
circuit board, then press the
interface board gently onto the
connector
m  Fasten the 2x12mm extension bolts
onto the interface board diagonally (left lowermost
[right uppermost screw holes)

m Fasten the 2 screws (that was removed from the BSA-
200 board) in the 2 remaining screw holes

m  Connect the printer cable’s lose wires to the
appropriate terminal points (as shown below)

m  Make sure to insulate the end of the green wire with a

piece of insulation tape
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m  Re-place the metal cover, and fasten the screws
m  To turn the POWER ON, connect the mains power,
then connect the internal battery cables.

Paper / Loading Paper

Pressing the paper feed button advances paper at typically
50 mm per second. "Double-clicking” the button will give
the following behaviour:

® inidle mode, prints a demo/test message including the
firmware version, encoded calibration data, and the
full character set

in spool mode, or having been out of paper, prints any
stored data and enters idle mode

The procedure for loading paper is as follows:

m Slide the Lid Release Button forwards until
the lid springs open

®  Unwind a small amount of
paper from the roll and Insert
the paper roll into the printer

m Close the lid down, and the
paper is loaded
m  After loading, check that the

paper is straight and advances properly, and tear off
any excess by pulling the paper sharply towards you
across the serrated tear bar. In the event of a jam or
other paper loading problem, release the lid and
straighten the paper before closing again.

Enable Printing / Save Configuration / Restart

m  From the Service menu/System Settings, select Printer
Setup, then enable printing of alarm events.
m  Save the configuration, then restart the system.
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
